ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA (NO EXCEPTIONS):
1. Must have completed a minimum of one full academic year of studies and must have a minimum of one full academic year remaining prior to completing the degree being pursued unless in your senior year of undergraduate program or are in a graduate program. 
2. Must be enrolled in a Construction Management degree program, or other CM-related degree program, and show a strong interest in a career in CM, as demonstrated by a response to the essay question in the application package.
NOTE:  Incomplete applications will be considered non-responsive and not evaluated.  The application and all associated attachments must be submitted electronically.  Hard copies of transcripts, responses to topics, and recommendations by academic advisors must be scanned and sent electronically.  
Also, please do NOT use A.I. software to create auto-generated responses to the question prompts. A.I. software creates general, bland responses that will receive low grades from the reviewers.  
CMAA FOUNDATION SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION PROCESS
SUBMISSION VIA REGIONAL CHAPTER
The CMAA Foundation works with the many regional CMAA chapters throughout the country.  Scholarship applications should be submitted directly to the Pacific Northwest CMAA Chapter.
1. Following the instructions included in this application package, please fill out the application completely and submit it with all accompanying attachments electronically to Sean Duffett, Scholarship Chair at Sean.Duffett@soundtransit.org by close of business on Friday, May 1, 2026. 
2. Scholarships will be given out in the amount of $6,000 to undergraduate and graduate students.  The Chapter will award $8,000 for the Jerry Page Laford Memorial Scholarship to the highest-ranked scholarship submittal.  


 
SELECTION CRITERIA 
The Chapter will be using similar criteria in reviewing applications as the National CMAA Foundation scholarship selection committee, and will consider the following in selecting winners of the scholarships:
· Academic performance: 25%
· Extracurricular activities (including current/past employment): 20%
· Quality of written responses to topics: 40%
· Recommendation of faculty advisor: 5%
· Affiliation with CMAA (student/local chapters or national membership): 15%
HELPFUL HINTS
· All sections of the application, including the Application Checklist, must be completed in full and submitted electronically.  An application submitted missing any of the sections and without a signature will be disqualified from consideration.  
· The responses to the essay must be typed.  Be sure to check spelling and grammar carefully.  Please remember that your application will be copied and disseminated to the selection committee electronically; presentation is important.
· In your submission email, please reference “2026 PNW CMAA Scholarship” or similar, and include your last name and school name. Please submit one email with all completed sections of the application, in one PDF document, including the transcripts, but not the Advisor’s portion as that comes directly to the Foundation.  Applications received with several individual pieces will be returned for consolidation.
· Please keep a copy of your completed application package and request proof of electronic delivery.  The returned proof of delivery will serve as verification that your application has been received.  No additional notification will be provided.
· Again, do not use A.I. software to generate responses to the essay questions.  The bland language generated by A.I. software is easy for the reviewers to identify and will be scored low.  The reviewers are interested in your unique experience and perspective to the questions that can’t be captured using A.I.
